We also adjusted the vocabulary, examples, and structure so that it was cohesive with our own ideas and ensured the final work was original and authentic to us.


· Did your group ensure that the final submission reflects your own understanding and voice?
If yes, explain how you balanced AI assistance with personal input.
-Yes. We made sure the final submission represented our own ideas and understanding by using AI only as a support tool rather than the main source. After using ChatGPT for our first case scenario, we discussed the ideas together, added our own insights, and rewrote sections to reflect our personal interpretations and the concepts we had learned. This process allowed us to maintain our writing tone and perspective while still benefiting from AI for brainstorming and structure. 
We all felt like we had a great understanding going into this project, as we had just learned about it in class and had written a midterm exam on it. We were also certain about how we wanted the delivery of this project to be (video with scenes of acting) from the beginning. This meant we had a good foundation, and could then just use Chatgpt as a support tool when we got stuck and needed some ideas or grammar checks.
